
Hayling is a residential care home providing 24 hour personal care for 6 adults 
with learning and physical disabilities and very complex health needs. 
 
Hayling is in an established residential area of Sale, close to the shops and public 
transport. The house opened in 1992 and been substantially and sensitively  
renovated, having been subtly adapted to meet the needs of people with  
disabilities. 
 
The lounge is where people get together to chat about the days events, watch TV, 
or listen to music. There is a lovely conservatory which overlooks the sensory  
garden. Both are  sunny havens for people when they want to relax or just have  
time out. 
 
Life is the same as in any busy family home. Everyone helps out with the  
everyday stuff such as meal preps, tidying, cleaning and shopping. Hayling is a 
very busy household and everyone does their bit to make sure things run 
smoothly.  
 
No two days are the same. People are always on the go doing lots of different 
things such as hydrotherapy, music, dance, drama, going to football matches,  
going to church and going to the pub. 
 
Family involvement is big. People often visit their families or their families come to 
Hayling to visit them. All the Hayling team are very creative and together always 
come up with great ideas for activities, trips out and holidays. 
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
